When the struggles of severai prov-
inces for freedom, shall be fairly re-
corded by historians, we will probably
see as many admirable traits of bero-
ism, in the southern part of this contin-
ent, as were elicited in the unequal
wars between the Swiss and the Ger-
nans. _

The eccurrences in Chile, deserve
a faithful recorder. ‘Three brothers
sirnamed Carrere, of a frank, martial
and enterprising spirit, who were edu-
cated in Spain, though natives of Chile,
have been-very instrumental in achiev-
ing its independence. ©One of them,
in particular, we learn has passed thro’
vicissitudes of fortune in the military
events of his country that have a grea-
ier resemblance to romance than to
fact. By the aid of 8000 men from
Baenos Ayres, Gen. Joseph Michael
de Carera, finally expelled the Royal-
13ts and Spaniards from one of the fi-
nest regions of the New World.

He bas since beeen chosen presi-
dent of the republic, and copies as
maeh from the institutions of the U.
f\af as~ircumstances allow. The gross
ignorance Ofihe people isan obstacle
to the immediate jntroduction of an
eolightened system ; but their gener-
ous, brave afid hospitable disposition
augurs improvement frotn natural good
qualities. Books, instructors, mecha-
nics, odficers, which were excluded
under the old despotism, «are cagerly
invited to Chile under the new govern-
ment,

We are drawn to these'observations
by having had the perusal, (for a few
hours only) of a fileof the « Aracuau«
tan Monitor,” of Santiago, the capital
of Chile ; besides having conversed
with a gentleman from that place.

If we did know and feel how 1mpor-
tant is the smallest incident which re-
Jates to freedom, we would not print
this scanty fragment.

By the great exertions of Carrera,
who ordered the idle priests into the
xanks, to assist their fellow citizens,
Chile shook off the yoke, after many

obstinate battles, in which, (with one
exception) intrepidity effected more
than tactics.

- Inibe early stage of opcratiqﬁs,th

royalists, Hike the fitst Spadiatde, who
enslaved the south availed'themselves
of superstition, denotnced the inde-:
pendents_as « enemies to God and the
king;”-dnd marched against themy
with an'additional cross in their ban®
ners. To counteract the influence of
this stratagem,; Carrera assumed the
mbtto of ¢ Virtue, Religion, and Inde-
pendence.” The public authority a-
dopted a new tri-calored cockade,
white, sky blue and yellow. Gn the
evening after hoisting the new ban-.
ner, and mounting the cockade, the
Chilean army was cheered by what
they considered a heavenly augury.—
A rainbow dispilayed the exact colors,
they thoughty of the indeprendent cock:
ade ; and doubtless, the commandqr
encouraged their credulity.  Expedi-
tions undertaken by Greeks and Ro-
mans, had sometimes failed or suc-
ceeded by a good or ill omeny and
surely, the uitaught defenders of lib-
erty, reight hail a sign of approbation
from Heaven! Ifthe priests of Car-
raccas, could successfully preach des-
potisra in conscquence of an earth-
quake, those of Chile might aver that
the siniles of Heaven were reflected
on the Chilean cause, from the bow in
the ciouds. We are informed that
the pious belief inspired the patriots
with great confidence. '

We observe tiie utmost fervor in
the addresses, oflicial despatches, and
p:oclamations, published in the Week-
iy Republican, and the cantos of po-
etry are enthusiastic.  There is a po-
litical catechism, very compendious,
and happily expressed—therc are also
some exiracts from tne political wri-
tings of Paine, witn just applications
to tne affairs of Chile. _

Carera is a great admirer of the A=
mericans, and is incessantly speaking
of the United States. Ch:ie was too
remnote Lo receive the assistance of ad-
venturers from our states.  We read
ouly of two foreigners, in the Chailean
army, O'Higgins and Ross; the for-
mer ishow a gencral officer, the oth-
er a capiain of grenachers, and most
signally honored and esteen.ed. T hey
are boih natives of the South of lre-
jand. Since they could not enjuy the
satisfaction of detaching Ireland from
Engiish thraidom, they ffave the pleas-
ure of contributing to uushackic a
part of the new worid fromn tue gomin-
ion of the oid,
© Mr. Ross resided many years in
Baltimore, {rom whence he sctout, in
a spirit of chivalry,bent as strongiy o
adventures as Don Quixotie ac ia
Mancha! But we cougratulate him on
hisbetter furtune. e nas earned iau-
rele in a glorious cause,

In the Avaucanian Monitor of the
2d of May, 1813, we find mention of
the Ainerican Don Furigie Ross, asa
volunteer in Lhe grenadicrs, comiani-
ed by the retired lieut: Don Santiago
Bueras—and near the conclusion of
the same despateh, (from Jose Kigucl
de Carera, April 22) isthe foliowing
horiatdry par-g aph.

“Your exceliency may live in the
assurance that we need pot envy the
valor of the best troops in the world,
and never forget the particular merit
which we have found in Capt. Bena-
vente, lizut. Bueras, Don Manuel
Rencoret, and the American Don Hen-
ry Ross.” ,

The action recorded in this dispatch,
was fought on the 29th, Ross was
greatly distinguished, but severely
wounded, and had to ride 20 leagues
on horscback in that condition, He
was instantly appointed a captain,

Carrera had surprised 7000 men in
the mght, and with a Adend/ul of men,
took off their artillery, killed the se-
cond in command, wounded the com-
mander mortally, and made the army
prisoners.

Ross maintained his character for
bravery so well, as to extort the
publie testimonial following.
