FORTIFICATIONS OF ALGIERS.

Extract of a letter from an oficer in the Mead
iterranean Squadron, dated U. States* {rig-
xte Constellation,

Arcirers Bav, April 6 1816

« T believe | spoke of the fortifica-
tions of this place in.one of n ray letters
last summer, You know it is a walled
town, and is built on otie sizie of 4 stecp
hill, with a prelty |'egnldr ascent from
the vateredge. The view of it is bzau-
tiful as you approach from sca, auil
has the appeavance of a city of white
maxble, or stone. This arises from all
the houses beingr white waahcd as well
as the rdofs, which abe flat. Its beaury
18 incteased by the verdiire of the hills,
and the variety pwducul by trees of
ofariges, leimons, -figs, sometimes ib
thick groves, concealing all but the
top vfone of these white houses. The
soil ajipears to be u stiong rith brown
clay, mixed with such a propertion”of

gand as to render it very fertile. You

now have the fairest side of the picture.

When you enter the city;you find jour-

sell in narrow, confined; tilthy sireets,

of five or six feet ih breadih, where
your nose s assailed from. every quar-
ter by the stench of dead dogs, cats,
and every other species of filth.  The
streets in some places are archéd en-
tirely over i and in others the tipper
storic§ project so much as to meet and
close at thetop. 'I'he stréets too are
so crouded that you are in danger of
being walked over by the Justy Turks,
